Rescuing Corpses from my
Graveyard of Abandoned
Paintings

Have you ever got bored with a painting you're
working on? | have. Usually, it's because | hit the
wall with some kind of problem that | can’t seem
to solve. Or | get distracted with a new idea that
captures my imagination. Sometimes, the initial
spark that prompted the painting has gone out
and | find | don’t really care about it anymore. For
whatever reason, | have a number of half-
finished paintings that | have put aside.
Recently, | went through my older paintings
looking for one to frame for the holidays. In the
process | began to notice their unfinished
brothers and sisters. | had three reactions:

1. Benevolent understanding

Some paintings clearly reflect stages of learning.
| would try an experiment with some new
approach. And though it didn’t turn into a finished
painting, | began to realize that it was an
important step along the way for me. No, it wasn’t
worth finishing, but | learned something. Yeah.

2. Mild hatred

Some paintings bring back memories of horrible
frustration. They were put away because | was
sick of looking at them. Why should | try to
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resurrect a painting that brings a reaction of
loathing? | shouldn’t.

3. Hope

But as | leafed through my old paintings, | ran
across two that made me pause. The first is a
depiction of my four granddaughters as tiny
fairies in a forest of Miner’s Lettuce. The foliage
was essentially done; my problem was trying to
render the fairies convincingly, and | think | can
solve that. My wife will treasure this painting of
her grandchildren. I'll work on it over the next
couple of weeks. It'll be fun.

The other is a half sheet painting that peers
through the exquisitely-chiseled sandstone
arches of the Stanford University Quad. The
composition is great! The reason | didn’t finish it
was the time it took to render the intricate, almost
Moorish carvings on the arches. But | can do that
while listening to something interesting. And it will
make a great painting. It's underway!

I've learned that good composition is everything.
Without that, a nicely rendered painting falls flat.
Many of my failed paintings died from poor
composition. With watercolors, you can’t really fix
poor composition. You can often improve the
painting, but why bother?

If you’re running out of things to paint, look over
the graveyard of your own abandoned paintings.
Don’t pick one out of duty, or compassion, or
discipline. Choose one that already has good
bone structure, and bring it to life.
