Then click on the “Member Login” button so you don’t have to type in all your information 
again. If you’ve forgotten your password, you will have to request a new password. When you 
get it, log in and then change it to something you can easily remember. Next go to “Renew, 
Upgrade or Update Billing” to access your Profile Page. From there just follow directions to 
renew your membership for another exciting year of WASH. 
  
Several people have asked if you lose time on your membership when you renew early. No, 
your renewal is for a full year from when your last renewal ends. So if you renew in 
September but your membership extends through November 15th, your renewal will be 
through November 15th. You get your full year of membership no matter when you renew.

Exploring the foundational role drawing 
played in Botticelli’s work, the exhibition traces 

his artistic journey, from studying under 
maestro Fra Filippo Lippi (c. 1406—1469) to 

leading his own workshop in Florence. 
Featuring rarely seen and newly attributed 

works, the exhibition provides insight into the 
design practice of an artist whose name is 
synonymous with the Italian Renaissance. 

*What is Silverpoint technique: Silverpoint is a type of drawing in which an artist uses thin 
pieces of silver wire held in a stylus to make marks on prepared paper. Before the popularization 

of graphite as a medium, artists drew with metals such as silver, gold, copper, tin, or lead.
